Agencies or units of the government including cities, counties, states, libraries and recreation departments.  

What We Fund

* Funds for Mariachi music instruction.

* Funds for purchasing instruments for the school's mariachi program.

What We Do Not Fund

* Costumes.
* Private events.

* Fundraising events.

* Hospitality or food costs.

* Travel or transportation costs.

* Purchase of office equipment or real property.

* General operating costs.

* Mortgage payments, building construction or renovation.

How to Apply/Documentation Requirements

* Forms must be complete, typewritten, accurate and signed.

* Three letters of reference.

* Verification of tax exempt status, when applicable.

  Supplemental materials from the last two years only: press clippings, photos, DVD of performances and brochures.  All materials must be labeled with applicant’s name, school address, phone and fax number.  Materials will not be returned.
